“But Jesus passed through the midst of them 
and went away” (Luke 4:28, 30).  Although the true prophet had strength 
from God, Saint Paul says there’s something even more important than 
suffering death for the sake of God’s word.  “If I hand my body over so 
that I may boast, but have not love, I gain nothing” (1 Corinthians 13:3).

Fortaleza Ante La Oposición.. Al apuntar a Jeremías para que se en-
frente a la gente y anuncie la verdad, Dios le prometió al mismo tiempo que 
tendría la fortaleza para cumplir su cometido.  “Te harán la guerra, pero no 
podrán contigo, porque yo estoy a tu lado para salvarte” (Jeremías 1:19).  
Jesús también se enfrentó a la oposición, desde el principio.  En su pueblo 
natal de Nazaret la gente no podia aceptar la idea de que alguno de los suyos 
pudiera ser el mensajero de Dios: “Se llenaron de ira”, expulsaron a Jesús 
del pueblo y por poco lo desbarrancan, despeñándole.  “Pero él, pasando por 
en medio de ellos, se alejó de allí” (Lucas 4:28, 30).  Aunque el verdadero 
profeta es fortalecido por Dios, San Pablo dice que hay algo más importante 
que sufrir la muerte por la palabra de Dios pues “aunque me dejara quemar 
vivo, si no tengo amor, de nada me sirve” (1 Corintios 13:3).
