What’s What
Today’s passage
from Matthew’s
Gospel is loaded
with many sym-
bols and details.
Our familiarity
with the tale of
the calming of
the sea and Pe-
ter’s rescue may
lull us into over-
—_— e ————looking them, or
we may simply be unfamiliar with their meaning. Here
are things to note: Jesus makes the disciples get into the
boat, so there is distance between him and them; the
boat, in the Gospels, is always a code word for the
church; Jesus goes up a mountain to pray, the place of
closeness to God (also the place, in Matthew’s Gospel,
where Jesus teaches the Beatitudes); the wind and
stormy seas can be conquered only by God, as chaos was
conquered in creation; Jesus, in prayer to God, is able to
know the trouble of his followers, his church, in the boat,
even though he is separated from them by a great dis-
tance. Matthew packs all these details and symbols into
a handful of sentences, yet they are all vital to our
greater understanding of this pas- E
sage and—more importantly—for
our own growth in faith as a church.

Who’s Who.. Throughout the Gospels and all of the
New Testament, Peter stands as an emblem for the
whole church. He is a mixture of faith and fearfulness,
expresses profound belief and yet also cruel denial of
Christ. Peter is the saint and the sinner that every bap-
tized member of the church is. Today he leaps forward
in exuberant faith, but caves in to the tempest tossing
him about. He musters enough faith to cry out his need
for salvation, as we all must. And then Christ, who
called him through the storm, identifies himself by say-
ing (literally in the Greek text). “I Am”—as God was
revealed to Moses. Christ, divinely unfazed by the petty
storms that terrify his church, always stands ready to
reach out to those he has called when they cry for help.
“Lord, save me!” was on Peter’s lips that morning, as it
has been on the lips of countless Christians throughout
the centuries. And Christ still reaches out to us, his
church being tossed about, to take us by the hand and
reply, “Do not be afraid” (Matthew 14:27).

El pasaje de hoy
del Evangelio
segun San Mateo
esta cargado de
simbolos y detalles.
Nuestra familiari-
dad con la historia
del aplacamiento
del mary el rescate
de Pedro puede ha-
cer que la pasamos por alto, o quizas es que no estemos
familiarizados con su significado. Algunas cosas que
debemos conocer son las siguientes: Jesus hizo que sus
discipulos subieran a la barca, lo cual denota que existe
una distancia entre él y ellos; la barca en los evangelios
es siempre un simbolo de la Iglesia; Jesus subi6 a orar al
monte, el lugar mas cercano a Dios (también el lugar, en
el Evangelio, donde Jesus ensefia las Bienaventuranzas);
el viento y el mar agitados pueden ser vencidos unica-
mente por Dios, como el caos fue vencido en la creacion;
en su oracion a Dios, JesUs puede conocer el problema
que confrontan en la barca sus discipulos, su Iglesia, a
pesar de que una gran distancia lo separa de ellos. Aun-
que Mateo amontona todos estos detalles y simbolos en
unas cuantas frases, los mismos son vitales para que
comprendamos este pasaje—Y lo que es mas impor-
tante—para que crezcamos en la fe como Iglesia.

Quién Es Quién...En los evangelios y en el Nuevo
Testamento Pedro aparece como emblema de toda la
Iglesia. Pedro es una mezcla de fe y de temor: expresa
una profunda creencia en Cristo y a la vez lo niega cruel-
mente. Pedro es un santo y un pecador, al igual que todo
miembro bautizado de la Iglesia. Hoy da un paso ade-
lante guiado por una fe desbordante, pero sucumbre ante
la fuerza del viento que lo sacude. Se arma con sufi-
ciente fe para expresar su necesidad de salvacion, como
todos debemos hacer. Y luego Cristo, quien lo llamo en
la tormenta, se identifica a si mismo diciendo
(literalmente, en el texto griego) “Soy Yo”’—como Dios
se reveld a Moisés. Cristo, divinamente despreocupado
por las insignificantes tormentas que aterrorizan a su
Iglesia, siempre esta dispuesto a tender la mano a los que
él ha llamado cuando éstos piden ayuda. “jSalvame,
Sefior!”, dijo Pedro esa mafiana, como han dicho innu-
merables cristianos en el correr de los siglos. Cristo to-
davia nos tiende la mano cuando su lIglesia es sacudida,
para sosternernos y decir: “No teman” (Mateo 14:27).
