Small Yet Powerful... Likewise, the reign of God is
like something very small, almost unnoticeable until we
begin to see the results. The tiny mustard seed, which
can be planted by any person (even a child), grows to be
a large tree, amazing to all. A tiny amount of yeast,
when added to flour, becomes invisible until it begins to
make the whole dough rise, doubling or tripling its vol-
ume, and becoming bread in the oven’s heat. Let us not
judge what we see, but trust that God’s work in the
world is gentle and quiet, the results known only in the
final chapter. We seek, in humility, to watch for the
Spirit working in the ordinary activities of our lives.

It is not for us, but for God to judge
what is to be kept and what destroyed, and even though we think we know
the difference, we must be cautious not to disturb God’s carefully planted
goodness in others. Violence can never be the means of justice.

But
God knows our needs before we do, understands the in-
tercessions of the Spirit, and helps us in our weakness.
This is our hope: God’s mercy, power, and love.
