Too Large… 
Several years ago, 
when I was teach-
ing ninth-graders 
enrolled in a con-
firmation prepara-
tion program, the 
students told me 
that they were 
really struggling 
with the whole 
concept of the 
gifts of the Holy 
Spirit.  As we all know, those gifts are wisdom, under-
standing, counsel, fortitude, knowledge, piety, and fear 
of the Lord.  I told the students that receiving the gifts of 
the Holy Spirit is like receiving a pair of jeans that have 
a waist and length that are simply too large.  Rather than 
exchanging the jeans, we hold on to them until we grow 
into them.  I shared this with them because I realized that  
at different times in my own life, I had turned to these 
gifts to get me through some of my 
particularly challenging situations. 

Draw Strength From the Gifts… Everyone who has 
been confirmed has received the gifts of the Holy Spirit.  
Too often these gifts lie dormant.  Can we even imagine 
what the world would look like if we shook off our stu-
por and awoke to the reality of these gifts?  Take a mo-
ment to reflect on each of them.  Every one of us, at 
some time or another, needs to put into practice one of 
these gifts.  When faced with a difficult decision, draw 
strength from the gifts of wisdom, understanding, and 
counsel.  When striving to overcome addictive behavior 
or when working through a difficult marriage issue, draw 
strength from the gift of fortitude.  When asked about 
your faith don’t be afraid to turn to the Spirit’s gifts of 
knowledge.  Draw strength from the gifts of piety and 
fear of the Lord as you nurture your faith life through 
prayer.  Pentecost gives us the opportunity to recognize 
the fact that God has generously poured forth the Holy

¿Podemos imaginarnos cómo 
sería el mundo si saliésemos 
de nuestro letargo y nos des-
pertásemonos a la realidad de 
estos dones?  Reflexiona un 
instante sobre cada unos de 
estos dones.  Cada uno de 
nosotros, en algún momento, 
necesita poner en práctica 

alguno de estos dones.  Cuando tengas que tomar una 
decisión difícil, saca fuerzas de los dones de la sabiduría, 
del entendimiento y del consejo.  Cuando intentes dejar 
una adicción o cuando intentes solucionar un problema 
marital difícil, saca fuerzas del don de la fortaleza.  
Cuando cuestionen tu fe, no temas acudir al don del 
Espíritu de la ciencia.  Saca fuerzas de los dones de la 
piedad y del temor a Dios cuando nutres tu vida de fe 
mediante la oración.  Pentecostés nos da la oportunidad 
de darnos cuenta de que Dios derramó generosamente el 
Espíritu Santo en nuestro corazón.  No olvidemos nunca 
las enormes posibilidades que tienen los 
dones del Espíritu de Dios.
