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Dwelling Places... The rabbis of Israel had a saying: “When Israel 
wandered, God dwelt with them; when Israel had a dwelling, God 
wandered.”  Of course, God did not actually desert the chosen people.  
What the rabbis were saying was that it is a common human weakness 
to mistake concrete, physical people, places, and things for the actual 
presence of the Lord.  Israel believed that—among others—the top of 
Mount Sinai, the Ark of the Covenant, and the Jerusalem temples were 
places wherein God truly dwelt.  They were right, but they also 
learned that mountains get left behind, arks get lost, and temples get 
destroyed.  When Thomas Aquinas was developing his understanding 
of the real and substantial presence of the Lord in the Eucharist, it was 

necessary for him to explain how the physical actuality of the bread and wine got left behind.  Thomas knew that,  
ultimately, our earthly, physical things cannot be, in and of themselves, the presence of God.    © Copyright JS Paluch Company

The Scriptures today use many images for God’s dwell-
ing places: a temple filled with living, flowing water for 
a thirsty desert people; the flesh and blood of the bap-
tized early Christians, who did not have the luxury of 
large public places to identify them; the Temple of Jeru-
salem, tainted by scandalous behavior, which would ulti-
mately be destroyed.  But finally, there is Christ, the 
only-begotten of God, the dwelling-place in flesh of 
God’s eternal Word.  For all the many places the Spirit 
might lead us to find God, only to Jesus Christ can we 
look for the eternal, living presence of the one true God.  
Like John the Baptist, for whom the Lateran cathedral is 
named, our mission is to know God’s dwelling in us 
through the water and Spirit of our baptism, and to make 
our sole purpose in life the proclamation of the Good

What Is The Name Of The Pope’s Cathedral?   
If you said the Vatican, or St. Peter’s, you were off by a 
few miles, since the answer is the Basilica of St. John, 
the Lateran, the “Mother Church” of all the churches of 
the world and the cathedral of the Diocese of Rome.  It 
takes its name from the Lateran family, the Trumps of 
their day, who somehow ran afoul of the Emperor Nero.  
He seized all their property, including their vast Roman 
palace and estate.  Eventually all the Lateran property 
came to Constantine, the first Christian emperor, through 
his wife, Fausta.  Early in the fourth century, when 
Christianity was at last legalized, Constantine gave he 
property to the church.  Soon the great meeting halls 
were expanded and adapted.  Over the centuries, the 
church building has been sacked by armies, ruined by 
fire, torn down, and rebuilt.  The oldest and most un-
changed part of the Lateran is a vast, separate baptistery 
with steps leading down to a huge green basalt pool.  
Imagine what a triumphal moment the dedication of this 
public church building was for a community that had

Las Escrituras usan hoy muchas imágenes de los lugares 
donde Dios habita: un templo lleno de agua viva que 
fluye para un pueblo sediento en el desierto; el cuerpo y 
la sangre de los primeros cristianos bautizados que no se 
daban el lujo de identificarse con grandes lugares públi-
cos; el templo de Jerusalén, manchado por una conducta 
escandalosa, que al final sería destruido.  Pero final-
mente ahí está Cristo, el engendrado de Dios, el centro 
de la Palabra eterna de Dios.  Entre los muchos lugares 
donde el Espíritu nos conduce a Dios, solamente en 
Jesús podemos encontrar la presencia eterna viviente del 
Dios verdadero.  Como Juan Bautista, en cuyo honor se 
ha nombrado la Catedral de Letrán, nuestra misión es 
saber que Dios vive entre nosotros por medio del agua y 
del Espíritu de nuestro bautismo, y conocer que nuestro 
único propósito en la vida es la proclamación de la 
Buena Nueva de nuestra salvación en Cristo. 

Lugares Donde 
Vivir… Los rabi-
nos de Israel tenían 
un dicho: “Cuando 
Israel estaba en el 
desierto, Dios mo-
raba entre ellos; 
cuando Israel tuvo 
un lugar dónde 
morar, Dios ya no 
estaba”.  Por su-
puesto, en realidad 

Dios no abandonó al pueblo escogido.  Los rabinos se 
referían a la debilidad humana común de confundir per-
sonas, lugares y cosas concretas, físicas, con la presencia 
real del Señor.  Israel creía—entre otros lugares—que la 
cumbre del Monte Sinaí, el Arca de la Alianza y los 
Templos de Jerusalén eran los lugares donde realmente 
vivía Dios.  Estaban en lo correcto, pero también aprend-
ieron que las montañas se quedan atrás, las arcas se pier-
den y los templos se destruyen.  Cuando Tomás de 
Aquino desarrollaba su conocimiento sobre la presencia 
real y sustancial del Señor en la Eucaristía, consideró 
necesario explicar cómo quedaban en segundo plano la 
realidad física del pan y del vino.

Esta semana celebramos la memoria de la Iglesia madre 
de cristiandad.  Por extraña coincidencia, no está en Je-
rusalén donde nació la Iglesia, tampoco es la Basílica de 
San Pedro, en el Vaticano, donde está el sepulcro (o la 
tumba) de San Pedro.  Esta iglesia es la Basílica que está 
dedicada a la memoria del Divino Salvador, a San Juan-
Bautista y a San Juan Evangelista.  Fue la primera 
basílica consagrada al culto cristiano en Roma, en el año 
324.  De allí ha tenido una gran trayectora, y aunque es 
la cathedral del Obispo de Roma, el Papa se trasladó al 
Vaticano en 1377, luego de que el papado estuvo durante 
un período de 100 años en Francia.  Al recordar la con-
sagración de la Basílica de Letrán no debemos olvidar lo 
que dice San Pablo: “Cada uno de nosotros somos un 
templo del Espíritu Santo” (1 Corintios 6:19).  En un 
sueño, Inocencio IIIvio que Letrán estaba por caerse, 
pero San Francisco pudo sostenerla en pie.  Ojalá que 
cada vez que nosotros estemos por caer, llegue alguien 
que nos pueda sostener como templos de Dios.
