Our expectation of reward seems to be disproportion-
ately high for the effort we put forth to earn it. Cer-
tainly everyone deserves the basic rights of human life:
food, clothing, shelter, freedom, and peace. But this
language of deserving doesn’t seem to be applied to
these things. It is inevitably appended to the desire for
luxuries, honors, and riches. It seems to be designed
to appeal to our greed rather than our need. In that
context, Paul’s simple statement about the humility of
Christ stands in stark contrast: “Christ Jesus... did not
regard equality with God something to be grasped”
(Philippians 2:6). And how did he humble and abase
himself? By becoming human, one of us.
