Since that summer, | have tried, year after year, to tend
to this plant. | have read books about these easy- to-
grow vines, consulted other gardeners, and searched the
Internet for clues. | prune the clematis at the proper time
and apply lime to the soil around the vine. Every sum-
mer for the last nine years, the total number of blossoms
each year barely reaches five. | have been tempted to
tear out the vine and plant a new one, yet | always re-
member those hundreds of blossoms that first summer
and | am committed to trying again, year after year.
