Louder Than Words... The Pharisees and Sadducees were major sects of Juda- @ forgiven po
ism. The elite priestly Sadducees disappeared after the destruction of the Jerusalem <® ° Q"&@
temple. The Pharisees took Judaism from temple worship to synagogue assembly. °
The Gospels portray them as opponents of Jesus, but today’s Gospel tells how Jesus
is invited to a Pharisee’s house to eat. An unnamed woman arrives, washes Jesus’
feet with her tears, dries them with her hair, and anoints him with oil. Only prosti-
tutes had unbound hair, so Jesus’ Pharisee friend condemns her as a sinner. Jesus
says his host has not provided the ordinary gestures of hospitality—washing and
anointing before a meal—nbut this unnamed woman has. In Jesus’ time people
thought sinfulness caused illness. Maybe the woman was a prostitute, or perhaps she
was mentally ill or simply proud and critical. Regardless, Jesus is aware—as the
Pharisee is not—that she knows her brokenness and trusts God to heal her.

Los fariseos sacaron al ju-
daismo del templo y lo llevaron a las asambleas de las
sinagogas. Los evangelios los representan como opo-
nentes de Jesus, pero el evangelio de hoy nos dice que
un fariseo invitd a Jess a comer en su casa. Una mujer,
cuyo nombre desconocemos, lava con sus lagrimas los
pies de Jesus, los enjuga con su cabellera y los unge con
perfume. Solo las prostitutas usaban el pelo suelto, por
eso el fariseo amigo de Jesus la condena como a una pe-
cadora. Jesus dice que su anfitrion no le ha ofrecido los
gestos comunes de hospitalidad—Ilavado y uncién antes
de una comida—pero esta mujer si lo ha hecho. En la
época de Jesus la gente creia que el pecado era causa de
la enfermedad. Tal vez la mujer era una protituta o tenia
una enfermedad mental, o quizas era orgullosa y criti-
cona. Por encima de todo, Jesus se da cuenta—mientras
que el fariseo no se la da—de que ella reconoce su
propio quebranto y confia en que Dios puede sanarla.
